The 2011 District IV Cross Country meet will be held at Bloomsburg University on Thursday, October 27, 2011.  The meet site has been selected by the District Chairman and approved by the District Committee.

On the day of the meet – all buses and vans will unload at the top of the hill – pull off (to the left) in the designated area – unload and then the bus / van will then be directed to the parking area.
Tents may be set up as staging areas for your teams – please remind your athletes to be careful crossing the road and stay alert.
Monty’s is a café on the upper campus that can handle lunch after the meet and simple concessions will be sold at the meet.  Restrooms will include the football stadium and porta-potties on site.  NO STUDENTS / COACHES / SPECTATORS ARE PERMITTED INSIDE THE FIELD HOUSE DUE TO CLASSES / PRACTICES / GENERAL OPERATIONS – DO NOT SEND STUDENTS INSIDE THE FIELD HOUSE.

District IV will qualify two teams and ten individuals in AA Boys and Girls for the PIAA State Championships.  We will also qualify one team and five individuals in AAA Boys and Girls for the PIAA State Championships. 
PIAA State Meet is scheduled for November 5th, 2011 in Hershey.

2.  The course is located at the Upper Campus of Bloomsburg University.  The start and finish of the race are across the street form the Nelson Field House. (MAP INCLUDED)  

**TEAMS are NOT permitted to PRACTICE at Bloomsburg University – if you would like a preview of the course please plan on attending the NE PA Invite at Bloomsburg University on Oct. 1, 2011.**

3.  There will be a coaches meeting at 8:45 AM FOR ALL SCHOOLS in the Lobby Area (front of building) of Nelson Field House.

4.  Clerk of the Course, Mr. Bernie Empie, Head CC Coach, Bloomsburg University.

5.  The Bloomsburg course is 5000 meters.

6.  The District IV Cross Country District Meet shall be conducted in accordance with the PIAA Rules and Regulations as published in the 2011 Handbook.  

7.  Ten runners may be entered in both the boys and girls meets / per school, only seven will run.  Fewer than 5 may run as individual entries.

Registration will be done on-line via the Runner’s High website, RUNHIGH.COM.  INSTRUCTIONS ARE ATTACHED.  Registration must be completed by 5:00 P.M. on SATURDAY, OCTOBER 23, 2011.

11.  There will be no JV competition at the District Meet.

	Please note:  The following interpretations of co-ed programming:
	
A.  If a school has a boys’ team and girls’ team in the same sport and a girl elects to compete on the boys’ team, she must remain in the boys’ classification for that entire sports season, including all District and PIAA Championship play.
B.  If a school does not have a girls’ team and a girl competes on a boys’ level during the regular season, she has the option as to which classification she may compete under in District and PIAA competition.
C.  If in (A) she appears on the school’s eligibility list in one classification, she may not transfer her eligibility to another classification.

District IV, Bloomsburg HS, and Bloomsburg University are not responsible for any lost or stolen items during the day of competition at Bloomsburg University.
