Dear Coach:  

	The District IV AA Diving Championships will be held on Saturday, February 25th at the Bloomsburg Middle School..  The District IV AA Swimming Championships will be held on Friday evening, February 24th at Bucknell University in Lewisburg.    

Facilities:  	Bloomsburg Middle School has two (2) one-meter diving boards for the diving competition.  

Bucknell University has a 25 yard pool with eight (8) lanes and electronic timing.

Team Entries: 	Each team shall be permitted to enter a maximum of four (4) entries in an individual event, and one (1) relay team in a relay event, providing the swimmers meet the qualifying restrictions.  
Schools that do not sponsor swimming may not enter relay teams.  
 

Qualifying Times: 	All competitors must meet the qualifying times by 18 February 2012 in order to compete.  All qualifying times must be met in PIAA-sanctioned meets (i.e. not YMCA, US Swim, etc.).  Please indicate if times were met in a 25-meter pool, and please convert times to the 25-yard standard.  

**In the event of inclement weather on Friday evening the tentative makeup date for swimming will be SUNDAY, February 26th at approximately 2 pm, in the event diving is also postponed we will announce new dates and times as soon as possible.  Please let your athletes and coaches know this immediately.  Should a major storm occur during the weekend that does not allow us to compete Friday or Sunday – we will advise you of alternative plans.**

Each diver shall do eleven (11) dives: five (5) voluntary dives and six (6) optional dives.  The
five voluntary dives shall come from each of the five groups, and shall not have a combined
DD of groups greater than 9.0.  Of the six optional dives, no more than one optional dive
from the same group is permitted through the semi-finals.  (Rule #9, Section 4, Article 1.)
Divers must have successfully completed all optional dives listed on the entry form,
prior to attempting those dives in the championship meet.

· Coaches may access the web-site beginning Saturday, February 18 (8 am), through Tuesday, February 21, 2012 (12 pm)

· When you arrive at Bloomsburg Middle School, please check with the meet scorer, at the scorer’s table. The athlete and coach must sign a hard copy of the dive sheet. If a coach wishes to change the entire dive list on Saturday, that must be done before11:00 a.m.

· Open warm-ups begin at 5:10 p.m. Swimmers will not be permitted on deck before 5:00 p.m. and they will not be permitted into the building before 4:45 pm – so please plan accordingly. All lanes will be open for warm-ups.
· The pool will be cleared at 5:50 p.m.
· The meet begins at 6:00 p.m.
· Coach’s meeting – 5:40 p.m. – All swimming coaches must attend.  
General Information
· Locker room facilities will be provided.  Swimmers are responsible for their own valuables.  Only swimmers competing in the meet will be issued deck passes – SWIMMERS WHO ARE NOT COMPETING WILL NOT BE PERMITTED ON DECK.  You will receive your deck passes upon arrival at Bucknell University– each coach will receive enough passes for those who were entered into the meet.  Managers, scorekeepers, etc. will not be permitted on deck.  Each team will receive three (3) passes for coaches – all others will not be admitted to the pool deck, each independent swimmer will receive one (1) pass for themselves and one (1) pass for their coach.  Swimmers who are competing and coaches MUST have their passes with them at ALL times or they will not be permitted on the pool deck – PLEASE REMIND YOUR ATHLETES and COACHES as this will be strictly adhered to.  
· Boys and girls will advance a minimum of one (1) swimmer to the PIAA Championship Swimming Meet. Subsequent PIAA Championship qualifiers will be announced early the following week. (RJP’s will be used during the relays)
· All spectators will enter through the front doors of Sojka Pavilion 
· Up to four swimmers per school per event may be entered in the meet. One relay per school per relay event.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Each athlete may swim 3 relay events and 1 individual or 2 individual events and 2 relays
· Medals will be awarded to the athletes who finish first through eighth in each event.  
· Spectator admission will be $5.00 for students and $7.00 for adults..
· PIAA Championship Programs and merchandise will be sold at the event.
· I've attached a copy of the map for the bus drivers of all teams. Follow the GREEN lines upon arrival.  Follow the RED line for departure from campus.
· DIRECTIONS FROM BUCKNELL UNIVERSITY
Arrival on Campus:
The buses will drive up ROTC Drive to Sojka Loading Dock and drop the teams off there. 
All teams will then walk up the driveway (near the cemetary) and enter the building by the natatorium classroom. Look for posted signage.
Teams will not use the Sojka Loading Dock Entrance as we do at the PIAA Championships.
Teams will not be permitted to use the main entrance of the KLARC.
Departure from campus:
All buses will line up on Dent Drive. Teams will exit through the front doors of Sojka Pavilion, walk across the street and meet their buses.  Coaches need to use their cell phones to notify bus drivers when to meet them at Dent Drive.
Buses will not be permitted to park at Sojka loading dock or at the front entrance of the building.
Parking:
Team buses must park at the West Field Parking Lot 
Team vans may use any legal spot on campus. They MAY NOT park in Student Lots.
Personal vehicles may park in any legal spot on campus.
Arrival:
The natatorium will not open early. Please advise teams not to arrive 2 or 3 hours in advance – you will not be permitted to enter the building until 4:45 pm!
